Deadline to register: Teams must submit their final roster and registration form with full

payment by September 24 to the Flanagan-Cornell office or to the Cornell UMC.

Team Cost: $70 for a team of 7, $60 for a team of 6 ($10/player). This registration fee includes a

minimum of 2 rounds per team and 1 free drink from the concession stand for each registered

player. 100% of proceeds go to send a mission team to Liberia in December 2010. Checks should

be made out to Cornell United Methodist Church with “Dodgeball” written in the memo.

Rules & Regulations:

Blind bracket double-elimination tournament (this means any team must lose twice to be eliminated from play

and that first round matches are randomly selected).

1. A team consists of 6 players (and an optional substitute), all of whom must be wearing uniforming attire.

This attire may range from a full uniform to something just as simple as matching wristbands; just as long

as each member of the team has something uniform. Although we strongly encourage creativity with

uniforms please note that this is a Church sponsored event and you should dress accordingly. We reserve

the right to disqualify any team for inappropriate attire, poor sportsmanship or conduct. All jewelry must be

removed prior to the start of the match. A team may have one substitute who may enter during a time out

(each team is allowed one) and at the start of a new game. A substitute may not swap in during play. Each

player must sign a waiver if they are over 18. If a player is under 18 they must present the

permission/waiver form signed by their parent. These forms are due when a team registers. A player having

not signed (or presented from a parent) a waiver form will not be allowed to participate in the tournament.

2. A round consists of the best 2 out 3 matches. Each match will last a maximum of 5 minutes. The game is

over when all of one team’s players are eliminated, or if time elapses the team with the most players left

wins. If, after time has expired, there is a tie, then there will be a 2 minute 3-on-3 sudden-death period

where the first team to have a player eliminated loses. If there is still a tie then it is double sudden death

overtime in which there will be a “duel” between the two team captains.

3. Six balls will be used. Officials will place all six balls at the mid-court line. Players must start behind their

own baseline before the start of play. Play will commence upon the sounding of the whistle or horn. Any or

all members of either team may try and gain possession of any of the six balls located at the mid-court line.

Once in play, the balls must be carried back to the end line, then play can begin---in other words a ball

can’t be thrown until it is carried back to the end line.

4. The half-court line will serve as the neutral zone. When throwing the ball, a player must not have either

foot on or across the neutral zone when throwing. Anyone breaking the plane of the line will be deemed

eliminated. A sacrifice fly attack, however, is acceptable. A sacrifice fly is an airborne attack, where an

attacking player may legally cross the neutral zone to hit an opponent but the ball must leave the attacker's

hand before any part of the attacker's body touches the opponent's territory. If successful, the player hit is

out and attacking player remains in.

5. A player will be eliminated when at least one of the following events occurs: (1) A player is struck by a ball

thrown by their opponent (the player will still be considered eligible if the ball that struck them was caught

by themselves or a teammate before it hit the ground). (2) The ball they threw was caught by someone on

the opposite team. If this happens the opposite team also gets a player out of the penalty box. (3) They step

out of bounds in an attempt to avoid being hit with a thrown ball. (4) They are struck with a ball that was

blocked by a teammate before it touches the ground. (5) They lose control of the ball they used to deflect

the live ball. A ball is considered dead once it hits the back wall or floor. It must be a direct hit in order to

consider the person out of the game. Deflections off the floor, wall, court dividers, rafters, do not count as

an out if caught. Deflections off a teammate—where the ball does not hit the ground or wall before hitting

the second player do count, and both players are out.

6. All players are confined to the playing area. Players may intentionally leave the playing area on their own

side of the playing floor to retrieve a ball. If a player goes out of bounds to avoid getting out, the official

will call them out. If a ball is thrown into the bleachers, it must be given to the team that is on that side.

Momentum may carry a player out of bounds while making a catch, given that control of the ball was

established prior to going out of bounds.

7. Once a player is out, they must immediately leave the playing floor and sit in their penalty box. Players

who have been called out can not retrieve stray balls for their teammates, or that ball will be given to the

other team.

8. If a player is stalling (10 seconds or more), or making no attempt to play a ball on the ground, they will be

ordered to roll the ball to the other side by the official.

10. Each team is allowed one (1) 60-second time out. A substitution may be made during a time out.
11. Every attempt shall be made to avoid headshots. A headshot occurs when a player is hit directly in the head

by a high thrown ball. Any thrower committing a headshot will be given a warning, the player hit shall be

out. A second offense will result in the throwing playing being called “out”. This is dodgeball and you may

be hit in the head or other painful areas so make sure to be on your toes at all times.

12. Foul-language, gesturing, or other gross unsportsmanlike conduct will result in 1st offense: a warning from

the official, 2nd offense: a 1 minute-penalty during which time the penalized person may not be swaped

back in or substituted for, 3rd offense: permanent elimination from the match and/or tournament.

13. Dodgeball relies heavily on the honesty of a person who is out. As in any sport, officials can only see so

much. If you are truly out, please sit down.

14. The official is the final word on all matters.
15. Elimination: When a team loses their first game, they are moved to the Loser’s bracket. When they lose a

second game, they are permanently eliminated from the tournament.

16. Championship Round: The championship round will consist of the undefeated team from the winner’s

bracket playing the winner of the loser’s bracket. As this is a double-elimination tournament, the team from

the winner’s bracket must only win one best-of-three match to end the tournament. However, the team from

the loser’s bracket must win two consecutive best-of-three matches to eliminate the other team. This means

that the championship may be one or two matches depending on the outcome of the first match.
